
Santa’s Helper Project Materials
Each Project Includes:
1 Paper Bag to hold all items (lunch bag size)
4 Snack-size baggies

Reindeer Food (birdseed)

1 Bag (individual snack-size) of Keebler’s cookies (made by Elves)

4 Hershey’s Hugs

4 Hershey’s Kisses

1 Battery-powered tea light candle

2 Candy canes

6 Labels (1 for the outside of the bag and 1 for each item inside the bag) 
1 Letter from Santa’s Helper (YOU!)

Directions for Project

1. Decorate the bag.  Put your child’s name on the bag and any drawings, stickers, decorations, etc. you would like to include.  Use lots of color to make it exciting!  Attach the Bag Label to the front of your bag. 

2. Assemble each of these items in the snack-size baggies: 

· reindeer food (1/3 cup of bird seed) 

· 4 Hershey’s Hugs and 4 Kisses (in one bag) 

· 2 candy canes  

· 1 tea light candle.  

Scotch tape the matching labels to the inside or outside of the baggies.

3. Tape the label on the bag of cookies.  

4. Write a letter to your child to let him/her know that you are thinking about him/her and that you hope he/she likes the little presents.  Imagine how happy your child will be to read a letter from Santa’s Helper!
5. Place all the baggies, the cookies, and your letter in the bag.  Fold the bag closed and staple or tape it shut.  You can add a bow or ribbon or other decoration to the flap if you want.
